I would like to make the following response.

1. Parking at Narrabundah shops.

A tentative Yes.

4. Nimbin Street Pre- school Play Centre.

Should it be their intention to demolish the building, then adequate community consultation should take place to find a suitable alternate facility for a pre- school.

5. Continued support for VOCAL.

    - Yes.

6. Allow developers to radically change plans after community consultation.

The Australian Motorist Party is deeply concerned about :

Lack of adequate community consultation by government  in matters of  building developments and;

The inability of ACTPLA to properly monitor and police building development.

We do not want a continuation of the sort of  unbridled development that has gone on 

In Canberra over recent years and I am particularly concerned that it does not continue in the new development areas of Molongo.

The Australian Motorist Party would see that ACTPLA be resourced to monitor and building projects for strict adhrance to ACT Planning regulations.

7. Parents of children at  Narrabundah Early Childhood School.

8. Draft planning strategy to allow developments up to six storys at Narrabundah shops.
