Society to open centre for needy

A central office to which needy people can go for help will be opened by the St Vincent de Paul Society in Civic Centre next Monday. Last year the society helped 992 people as well as giving food, accommodation and clothing to 470 men at the night shelter at Narrabundah.

The welfare store at Narrabundah helped 621 people with 3,500 articles of clothing and 152 pieces of furniture. A society officer said last night that expenditure last year amounted to £3,517, excluding the value of fuel, legal aid, transport, personal services and other items.

All this work made it apparent that a centre like the one to be opened in Civic was needed.

Initially, the new office will open between 5 pm and 8.30 pm from Mondays to Thursdays, from 5 pm to 8.30 pm on, Fridays and from 10 am to 11.30 am on Saturdays. .

Within, a month the office will open also during the lunch hour, and later will open on a full-time basis. The office is at Room 6, Sydney Buildings, Alinga Street, above Dymock's Book Shop.
