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NEW CENTRE

A centre for education of adult migrants in Canberra would be set up in the former Narrabundah Infants School, the Minister for Education, Mr Beazley, announced yesterday.

He said it was proposed that part of the building be for community-operated child-minding for migrants using the centre and for the people of Narrabundah. Provision of child-minding would be discussed with the Narrabundah Health and Community Council.

The building is now' occupied by the Canberra School of Music, which is expected to move into its new building in Acton early next year Mr Beazley said full-time 10 week, "accelerated" English courses conducted at St John's Parish Centre, Reid, would be transferred to Narrabundah.

More full-time classes would be developed for housewives and shift workers unable to go to two-hour evening classes held twice a week throughout Canberra.
